TECHNICAL FORM FOR oUTLINE presentation OF A case against 
a Transnational Corporation

About this form:  The objective of this form is to provide basic information on the case in order to give the Tribunal Working Group a general overview of the situation being addressed and allow the Group to work effectively through the process of evaluating and selecting cases. We therefore ask that each question be answered as concisely as possible, using a maximum of approximately 150 words per question, with the exception of the General Argumentation of the Case, which can be answered in approximately 600 words or less.
Characteristics of the case

Organisation(s) responsible for presenting the case and name of contact person(s)

Name of the transnational corporation and/or consortium being accused

Sector(s) in which the company operates

Country of origin of the company's capital

Ownership of the company's capital (shareholder, owners, etc.)

Country or countries in which the transnational has its operations

Place of operation in which events related to the accusation occurred

Name of the transnationals' subsidiary or subsidiaries operating in the place of operation related to the accusation.
BLOCK I:

Policies, instruments and actors: Complicity of States, the European Union and international institutions with the corporation

Was the corporation's entrance into the country facilitated by the actions of international institutions (such as the WTO, the World Bank, the International Monetary Fund or Regional Banks)? Through which mechanisms or instruments (structural adjustment plans, external debt, new loans, consultancies, etc.)?

In this case, has the European Union played a role? (For example, through Association Agreements, Free Trade Agreements, Bi-Lateral Investment Treaties (BITs) cooperation policies, policies that facilitate European corporations' access to strategic markets, actions of the European Investment Bank, etc.)

What has been the position of the government of the corporation's country of origen? Has it facilitated the entry of the transnational corporation into the country in which it is being denounced?

In the place in which the corporation is being denounced, has the local government favoured the company by making changes to legislation? Are these changes related to the impunity with which the company acts? What has been the position of the local government in the conflict?

What role are the corporation´s majority shareholders/owners playing? What is the relationship between the accused corporation and the national oligarchy of the country in question?

Is the corporation receiving public or private funding? From whom? Has a lobby or interest group become involved with the intention of favouring the corporation in the conflict?

BLOCK II:

Impacts of the company's activities: violations of peoples' rights and resistance

What are the main impacts of the company's operations in the place in which the accusation is being made? (One could cite, for example, the following, among others: Violations of the right to work and labour rights; Human Rights violations; Environmental impacts and ecological debt; Pillaging of common goods; Loss of food sovereignty; Privatisation of public services; Access to land and the right to housing; Public Health; Corruption and bribery; Money laundering and use of fiscal havens, etc.)

In the impacts mentioned above, what has been the transnational corporation's involvement? (through the direct effects of its operations; through subsidiary firms; through third persons, etc.)

Who or what has been mainly affected by the company's activities?

What strategies of resistance have social organizations and affected communities adopted in the company's place of operation? (One could mention, among others things,capacity building processes with local communities, dissemination through the media, coordinating with other social and trade union movements, pressure campaigns and political interventions, etc.)

What strategies has the company used to legitimise its actions? (For example, Corporate Social Responsibility Programs, publicity campaigns, co-opting of social leaders, repression and use of force, etc.)
BLOCK III: 
normative framework for transnational corporations' operations

What instruments and/or international declarations are being ignored or violated by the accused transnational corporation? One may cite, among many others, the following: the United Nations Universal Declaration of Human Rights, Charter of the United Nations; International Pact on Civil and Political Rights; International Labour Norms (ILO); ILO Convention 169 on Indigenous and Tribal People; UN Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples; National constitutions and legislation, etc.

Has a complaint against the company been launched before a national or international judicial body? If so, which one? What is the current state of the claim?
